Chairman Scott York to Hold a Public Information Meeting on Regional Transportation Issues
Chairman Scott K. York, (I – At Large), has announced a Public Input Meeting to allow for public comment on transportation funding bill HB 3202 and the possible implementation of  regional taxes by the Northern Virginia Transportation Authority (NVTA). Chairman York, who represents Loudoun County on the NVTA and serves as its Treasurer, was recently appointed Chair of the Authority’s Finance Working Group. 
HB 3202, signed by Governor Kaine in April, will allow for regional control of transportation projects in both Northern Virginia and Hampton Roads.  The new bill allows for a mix of possible new funding that could raise $350 to $400 million per year to be spent on local projects. Chairman York wanted to provide this opportunity for comment regarding this bill.

Mr. York said. “We have a transportation crisis in Northern Virginia and this legislation is what was provided to the Northern Virginia region by Richmond as a mechanism to provide some relief. It is anticipated that the NVTA will begin voting on such matters as the project list, the tax and fee collection process and other implementation matters as early as July 2007. As Chairman of the Board of Supervisors and a member of the Authority, I wanted to allow for public comment by Loudoun residents and its businesses regarding the potential implementation of HB 3202 by the NVTA.” 
The public is invited to the meeting to be held Thursday, June 21 at 6:30 PM in the Board of Supervisors Room on the first floor of the Government Center in Leesburg. Following a presentation by Mr. York, time will be given to the public to make comment. Each speaker will be allotted two minutes.
