General Membership Meeting Minutes

June 12, 2007

Location: Pleasant Valley United Methodist Church

Bill Dean opened the meeting by welcoming all attendees.  He summarized the Board meeting by letting members know that we, the Dulles South Business Alliance, want to be the voice in Dulles South area concerning the upcoming Virginia elections.  
Bill said that the Board talked about which races are important to the DSBA – all of the Loudoun County races (Chairman and Board of Supervisors), in Fairfax County - the Sully and Hunter Mill Districts and the Chairman’s races, Virginia House Districts 13, 32, 40, 67, 86, and Senate Districts 27, 29, 33 and 37.
Bill introduced Senator Mark Herring (District 33), Chuck Caputo (District 67), and Dulles District Supervisor, Steve Snow. 

The processes as determined by the Board of the Dulles South Business Alliance are as follows:

A 6 member committee will be formed on behalf of the DSBA for candidate support.  The following have volunteered to sit on the Committee or have expressed interest in the Committee:

A two hour local candidate forum will be held on September 11, 2007 – location to be determined.  The candidates for the Loudoun County Board of Supervisors and the Chairman’s races and the candidates from the Sully District, Hunter Mill District and the Chairman’s race from Fairfax County are to be invited to this forum.  It has been suggested that attendance may be higher if the forum is held during the day.  Local businesses and HOA’s are to be invited.  Supervisor Snow suggested that the DSBA recognize 9/11 during this forum. The following timeline has been established:
June 15th – Email the membership asking for questions they would like to present to the candidates at the forums.  The email should state that questions should pertain to topics of interest to the DSBA and state the deadline that the questions are due back of June 30.

June 30th – Questions are due back from the Members to the Board.

July 15th – Questions and processes to be discussed within the Committee.

July 30th – Questions and processes finalized and sent out to the Members.

August 10th – Questions sent to all candidates.

August 30th – Questions and answers due back to the Committee from the Candidates.

September 11th – Local forum (Loudoun County Board of Supervisors and the candidates from the Sully District, Hunter Mill District and the Chairman’s race from Fairfax County)

September 25th – State forum (House Districts 13, 32, 40, 67, 86, and Senate Districts 27, 29, 33 and 37)
The second forum will be held in late September/early October and would include all candidates from the House and Senate Districts referenced above.  An email will be circulated to the members of the DSBA with additional information as it becomes available.  
Scott Plein asked if the DSBA should have a representative present to speak at Scott York’s Public Hearing on June 21.  Supervisor Snow stated that Scott York would like to hear from the DSBA as to their thoughts on HB bill #3202 (see attached Public Information Meeting notice) and the possible implementation of regional taxes by the NVTA.  Bill asked Scott Plein to put together an outline of thoughts for him to present at the public hearing on June 21.  Bill Dean suggested that the Board of Directors of the Dulles South Business Alliance have a conference call within the next 7 days to vote in favor or against the bill.
Mindy Williams announced that the Loudoun County Chamber of Commerce will host a transportation event on August 8, 2007 from 8:00 – 10:00 a.m. (location to be determined) to educate citizens on what is coming next on transportation issues in our area.  Pierce Homer, Virginia’s Secretary of Transportation, will be the guest speaker.  

Bill reminded the attendees to vote in today’s Primary Election.
There will be no meetings of the DSBA in July or August.  The next meeting will be held on September 11, 2007.
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
